Representatives from School Board,
Selectmen, Trust for Public Lands, Bear Paw and Conservation Commission will all meet
at Austin Hall to sign the appropriate paperwork. Publicity will be handled by Trust for
Public Lands at a later date.

There was a general discussion pertaining to phone system for the new building and
additional information to be requested.
